2025 ATP (Cycle 7)

• Programs four years of funds: FY25/26 to FY28/29

• Approximately $169M funding statewide
• 50% Statewide

• 10% to Small Urban & Rural

• 40% to ten largest Metropolitan Planning Organizations with 
200,000+ population

• SCAG's regional share is approximately $35M



2025 ATP (Cycle 7): Statewide Component

• 277 project applications requesting $2.5 billion
o114 applications from SCAG region ($1 billion)

• 9 projects funded through Statewide Component ($84 million)
o3 projects from SCAG region ($36 million)

• Regional ATP funding allocated to each county using 
population-based funding targets.

Planning for Main Streets: Scope of Work

• Understand Existing Conditions
• Review of plans, programs, and policies

• Analyze mode share, existing infrastructure, land uses, collision history

• Collaborate with Communities to Identify Priorities
• Community Advisory Committees

• Technical Advisory Committees

• Walk audits and surveys

• Workshops

• Web page updates and presentations



Planning for Main Streets: Scope of Work

• Develop project recommendations
• Informed by existing conditions, community input, and best practices/guides

• Conceptual designs that include feasibility/implementation considerations 
and intended to be incorporated into work plans and/or grant applications

• Summarize process, findings, and recommendations in a report
• Supports project implementation by identifying opportunities for further 

study/design and serves as documentation for work plans and/or grant 
applications



Schedule

• November 2024: SCAG/Caltrans grant agreement

• January to June 2025: Consultant procurement

• June 2025: Project kick off

• June 2025 to June 2027: Project development

• June 2027: Project wrap up, transition to identifying opportunities for 

implementation
